How will my results show?
Results will be listed in Gun Time order (time from the start of the race, to you finishing).
You will also be able to see your Chip time (the exact time from when you cross the start

line to your finish). The difference between times may be due to it taking a few minutes to
get everyone over the start line. 

Your category is determined by your age, anyone under 35 is classed as a senior, 35+ will
be listed as Vets in 5yr increments. This will further be categorised as Female, or Open (All

male, non-binary, or those who prefer not to say). 

What is the minimum age for this event?
Junior Race age groups for road racing are your age on 31st August in the year prior to

competition. Details on age criteria can be seen HERE
  Junior 3k- u13| u15| u17 (UKA)

Senior 5k- UKA u20s and seniors (if aged 11-16 please email north@runthrough.co.uk to
notify us)

I can no longer make the event, can I get a refund?
We are sadly unable to refund or transfer your entry within 14 days of the race as your race

pack and everything associated with your entry fee including your timing chip, and post
race goodies have already been paid for by this time. We'd love for you to run virtually and

we can post out your goodies!

Can I transfer my entry to a friend?
We are sadly unable to transfer your entry or edit associated details within 14 days of the

race as your race pack and everything associated with your entry have now been
processed.

 
Will there be a water station on the course?

No- there will be bottled water waiting for you at the finish.

Am I allowed to wear headphones?
Headphones are not permitted, unless bone conducting. Should you choose to wear

these, we ask you keep the volume low in order to remain aware of your surroundings at
all times and can hear any marshal instructions during the race.

 
When will I get the add on RTKit I ordered with my entry?

This will be available to collect at the T-shirt collection desk on the day. Please have your
email confirmation ready to show to our staff.

Where is the best place to spectate?
We advise staying within the event village to be sure you catch the finish! You're more

than welcome to walk around the quayside, however if you're following the race route, we
ask spectators to be respectful of other runners on the paths.

Will there be a prize giving?
There will be a prize giving in the event village for the overall top 5 male and female

participants in the A race. 1st in each age group can expect an email reward in the week
following the race.
